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	1	 Back off lock nut (item 1), counter-clockwise, until it stops.

	2	 Thread fitting into cylinder body until fitting washer (item 2) 
contacts the face of the cylinder port. Tighten hand tight,  
DO NOT TORQUE FITTING INTO GLAND.

	3	 Position fitting to desired orientation by turning it counter-
clockwise to a MAXIMUM of 1 full turn.

	4	 While holding fitting with a wrench, tighten the locknut (item 1) 
and torque to 40–43 ft-lb.

	5	 Purge system as per your cylinder instruction manual.
